Mediterranean country participants are asked to provide two contributions:

1) A short presentation on foresight in your country that covers for example issues such as:
· History
· Recent initiatives
· The main actors in foresight and future studies
· The main priorities for the future

2) Proposals for two pilot topics: 
· A disciplinary theme that focuses on knowledge needed for success
· A structural theme that deals more with collaboration, coordination and the relationships required for success
Examples of disciplinary themes are:

· 'Nano-technology applied to food'
· 'Technologies for renewable energy'
· 'Discovering high value molecules in desert flora'.

Examples of structural themes are:

· 'A successful university incubator system'
· 'Productive industry-university relations'
· 'An effective renewable energy strategy'
· 'The Modern Family Firm – successful company transmission'
· 'Harnessing the globalisation of science’
· 'A science based textiles sector'
· 'Developing successful hi-tech clusters'
Each partner is asked to consider what themes would be useful and relevant for their own context, and provide a focus for pilot exercises that demonstrate the use of ‘success scenarios’ and ‘roadmaps’. They are asked to present a number of proposals for one disciplinary theme and one structural theme.
During the course of the workshop next week, we will decide together on a list of themes on which to base the pilot actions to achieve the maximum complementarity as a group.
